WHY NATURALISTIC APPROACHES TO UNDERSTANDING
THE NATURE OF CONSCIOUSNESS ARE UNTENABLE

Abstract. The purpose of the article is to show the failure of naturalistic approaches to solving a mind-body
problem, as well as to explore the possibility of solving a mind-body problem outside of naturalism - from the
standpoint of dualism or idealism. The article shows that naturalism in understanding the nature of
consciousness, in any form, encounters at least four insoluble problems for it. The four problems, insoluble
within the framework of naturalism, are the problem of the nature of sensory qualities (“qualia”), the problem of
the integrity of phenomenal consciousness, the problem of the nature of the individuality of our “Self” and,

finally, the problem of the “causal ability” of phenomenal consciousness.
Keywords: consciousness; mind-body problem; naturalism; «the selfy; integrity; individuality; causal ability.

By naturalistic theories of we mean
conceptions, that postulate in one form or
another that the phenomenal consciousness is
derivative from the brain (more generally,
consciousness is derivative from “matter” —
physical reality). There are two main
varieties of naturalistic  theories  of
consciousness — functionalism — a theory
according to which phenomenal
consciousness is a “brain function”, regarded
as some kind of invariant to the way it is
physically realized, and a dubl-aspect
approach — according to which phenomenal
consciousness is an “internal aspect” of that
“from the outside” (from the perspective of a
third person) is perceived as a physical
object — the brain. We emphasize that we will
understand consciousness in this work in the
context of the “hard problem of
consciousness” (according to Chalmers [1]),
1e. to wunderstand it precisely as a
phenomenal consciousness — the totality of
everything that is directly experienced by the
subject (in a sensual and non-sensory form).
In this article, we will not deal with a
description of the structure and properties of
phenomenal consciousness, nor a detailed

presentation and analysis of functionalism
and a dubl-aspect approach — we have
already done this in other publications [3, 4].
The purpose of this article is to show that
naturalism in understanding the nature of
consciousness, in any form, encounters at
least four insoluble problems for it and,
therefore, a constructive solution to these
problems requires a rejection of the
naturalistic paradigm of understanding the
nature of consciousness and its relationships
with the brain. At the end of the article we
will show how these problems are
successfully solved outside the boundaries of
naturalism and why such an “anti-
naturalistic” understanding of consciousness
not only does not contradict the modern
physics, but, on the contrary, it is directly
assumed by physics.

The four mentioned problems, insoluble
within the framework of naturalism, are the
problem of the nature of sensory qualities
(“qualia”), the problem of the integrity of
phenomenal consciousness, the problem of
the nature of the individuality of our “Self”
and, finally, the problem of the ‘“causal
ability” of phenomenal consciousness (which
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can also be denoted as the problem of
explaining my ability to reliably know that "I
am not a philosophical zombie").

Let us consider these problems in
sequence. We start with the question of the
nature of the sensory qualities we experience
(which in modern analytical philosophy are
denoted by the term “qualia”). We are talking
about such modally-specific qualities of our
sensations as color, taste, smell, sensation of
heat and cold etc. The essence of the problem
of the nature of qualities is that they
obviously present in our sensory perception
and are nevertheless completely absent from
the scientific (physical) picture of the world.
From the point of view of physics, as well as
the physiology of perception, sensory
qualities are not present in the composition of
physical reality and are, as it were,
conditional  “signs” in  our sensory
consciousness of various intervals of purely
quantitative characteristics of the properties
of physical objects. So the colors “encode”
certain intervals of the frequencies of
oscillations of the -electromagnetic field,
smell and taste “encode” various geometric
forms of molecules acting on taste and
olfactory receptors, the sound tone
corresponds to the frequency of vibrations
propagating in the air, the sensation of heat
and cold denote idifferent quantities speed of
molecules in our environment, etc. From the
point of view of physics, qualities are always
“hidden” behind some purely quantitative
characteristics of physical objects that we
perceive.

Thus, if we proceed from the
“ontological” nature of the physical picture
of the world (that is, we recognize that
“things themselves” exist exactly as physics
describes them), then we must also recognize
that “things themselves” do not have
qualities — they have no color, no smell, no
taste, they are not cold and not hot, they do
not sound, etc., and therefore all these
qualities are created by consciousness. It is
consciousness gives colors, sound, taste and
smell to that which in itself (according to

Descartes) possesses only “spatial extent and
movement” — after all, this is how modern
physics describes all material objects
surrounding us. But if consciousness is a
“brain function” or an “internal aspect” of the
physical state of the brain (as, for example,
G. T. Fechner suggested), then where can
these very qualities come from in order to be
“added” to a low-quality picture of physical
reality? After all, the brain is also a material
object, consisting of atoms and molecules,
which, like atoms and molecules in other
material bodies, do not have any qualities in
themselves. When 1 see something green,
nothing is green in my brain, and cannot be
green — because there is no such physical
property of being green. Also, the idea does
not work that subjective states correspond
not to physical, but to special, “functional” or
“informational” states of the brain that are
“invariant to the method of their physical
realization” [2]. Indeed, it does not follow
from the very idea of functional or
informational properties that they should be
subjectively experienced in the form of any
qualities. As for "pure information", it is by
its very nature is a kind of invariant, in
relation to one or another way of its sensual
"coding", in particular, with the help of
qualities. For example, information about a
particular wavelength corresponding to red
could be presented in consciousness without
using the sensation of red. We could, for
example, distinguish wavelengths using
different hatching (red — "vertical", "green" —
horizontal, etc.) or with the help of
inscriptions that appear in our perception:
"red", "green" etc.

How can one try to solve the problem of
the nature of qualities within the framework
of the naturalistic paradigm? Such a train of
thought is possible that B. Russell once
proposed [5]: qualities actually exist in the
composition of physical reality, but due to
the particularities of the method of science,
they are absent (ignored) in the scientific
(physical) description of this reality. The
thing is that, according to Russell, qualities

a |
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“in things” and qualities in consciousness do
not correspond to each other. For example,
the physical “red” is not necessarily depicted
as “red” in the consciousness. Therefore,
physics, striving for objectivity, is forced to
operate with purely quantitative relations
invariant to the method of their qualitative
presentation, which explains why qualities
are absent in the scientific description as
elements of a physical theory. In our opinion,
this theory is hardly plausible, since it leaves
unresolved the question of our ability to
describe sensual qualities precisely as
qualities, and not as a quantities. We are
obviously able to express the presence of
sensory qualities in our perception through
speech: I see red and say: "I see red." A
speech utterance is a physical act. If I am
talking about the experience of red, it is
obvious that it is this experience of red that is
the original reason for this my talk about red.
Therefore, “red”, is something endowed with
“causal power”, is something really acting in
the physical world. But physics is precisely
that science that describes everything that
somehow acts in the physical world. If the
qualities physically act, but at the same time,
physics ignores them for some reason, then
this can only mean one thing: that the
physical picture of the world is not complete,
it lacks some important elements that can
causally affect other physical objects —
namely, there are no qualities. But modern
quantum relativistic physics, as we now
imagine it, gives us, apparently, an
exhaustive description of the ordinary
atomic-molecular matter of which man is
composed: physics gives us a detailed
explanation of how atoms are built,
molecules, how they function and interact
with each other, etc. We do not find any
“white spots”, “puzzles” that could be solved
by introducing “qualities” into the ordinary
atomic-molecular physical theory. What has
not yet been fully explained physically (for
example, the nature of "dark matter", "dark
energy", "superstrings", etc.) — can only be
related to objects of cosmological scale or
exist in relation to a range of very high

energies that are unattainable in the Earth’s
conditions, and, therefore, everything that
can be discovered in these high energy
ranges (for example, the fact that the
particles are not dots, but strings), can in no
way manifest itself at the level of ordinary
physical human existence . Thus, B. Russell's
theory of the origin of qualities should be
rejected as unrealistic.

Another more fundamental approach to
the problem of qualities is the radical denial
of the representative (mediated) nature of
sensory perception. From this point of view,
we see not “images in our head”, but things
themselves — as they exist “in their own
right”. We see not representations, not copies
of things, but the "originals" themselves. This
point of view is known in philosophy as
“intuitivism” or “neorealism”. From the point
of view of intuitivism, “things are exactly
what they look like” (as the founder of
intuitivism A. Bergson claimed) and,
therefore, qualities is not something “added”
to the perception by the consciousness itself,
but there are objective properties of the
things themselves, which we perceive
directly and directly "in the things." Thus, the
problem of the origin of qualities is removed,
but this is achieved at the cost of abandoning
the ontological nature of the scientific picture
of the world, which presents us with a
quality-free physical Universe. If true reality,
according to intuitivists, is exactly what is
revealed to us in sensory perception (“human
life world”), then a science that conflicts with
this sensual picture of the world should be
thought of as a kind of culturally conditioned
“superstructure” over this sensual picture.
Objects of science, such as atoms, electrons,
electromagnetic waves does not correspond
to anything really existing and from the point
of view of intuitivism are pseudo-essence,
existing only in the "minds of scientists".
They exist only in our thinking and
imagination due to the culturally determined
desire of a person to somehow organised
their diverse sensory experience into a strict
system. It is clear that in this paradigm of
thinking it is also impossible to seriously

consider the psychophysical problem -
therefore, in this case we have not so much a
solution to the quality problem, as an
elimination of the problem field itself within
which this problem arises. In any case, here
we go beyond the limits of the naturalistic
paradigm, which treats consciousness as
something derived from the brain, and the
very problem of consciousness as such,
within the framework of intuitionism, as a
matter of fact, “evaporates”, becomes
irrelevant. Thus, intuitivism (and the theories
close to it — phenomenology, M. Heidegger's
“fundamental ontology”, etc.), due to their
denial of the ontological nature of the
scientific picture of the world, cannot be
regarded as an effective way to solve the
problem of the nature of qualities, since the
very foundation statement of this problem is
destroyed here. A significant drawback of
intuitivism can be seen in the fact that this
theory not only deontologizes the scientific
(physical) picture of the world, but, in
particular, it contradicts the generally
accepted physiological and psychological
theories of sensory perception, which clearly
suggest representative nature of any sensory
perception, and, therefore, they exclude the
possibility of “direct access to things
themselves” at the level of sensory
perception of reality.

As a result, we can state that within the
framework of the naturalistic paradigm,
which considers consciousness as something
derived from the brain, the problem of the
nature of sensory qualities seems insoluble —
there is no place where qualities could have
arisen, they are absent both in nature and in
the brain.

The second insoluble problem for the
naturalistic paradigm is the problem of
explaining the integrity of phenomenal
consciousness. Phenomenal consciousness
(the totality of the experienced) consists
obviously of many different sensory and non-
sensory elements (sensations of various
sensory modalities, perceptual images,
representations, meanings, emotional and

volitional acts, etc.) which, as introspection
shows, are not experienced by us in isolation
from each other, but as parts of a single
“phenomenal field of the experienced” — in
which individual elements of experience
given together with their relationship to each
other. For example, in the case of visual
perception, the integrity of consciousness
manifests itself in the form of the existence
of a single perceptual “visual field”, inside
which individual visual sensations exsist as
integral perceptual images (gestalts), and
these images themselves also included into
integral visual perceptual field. When I see,
for example, a person’s face, I do not see
separately the left and right eyes, mouth,
nose, ears, etc., but I see the whole face as a
single gestalt, an integral structure in which
all these elements of the face are exist with
relationship between them. Perceptual fields
of various modalities are also not isolated
from each other — but form a single
polymodal perceptual field of the sensually
experienced by me.

A similar form of the integrity of
consciousness also exists for elements
beyond the limits of the actual perceived.
What I perceive “now” has some meaning for
me - for example, it is experienced as a direct
continuation of what was perceived at the
previous moment in time. Thus, the actual
perceived is experienced not in isolation
from the previously experienced, but in some
correlation with it, and this correlation (a

kind of “super-sensual  gestalt” of
consciousness) forms the phenomenon of
meaning. How can this integrity of
consciousness,  existing  both in  the

synchronous (actual-sensory) and in the
diachronic (semantic) planes, be ensured by
the work of the brain? The brain itself, as a
material object, is by no means something
"single and whole." It consists of many
relatively autonomous subunits — neurons (as
well as glial cells), each of which is a separate
living being, connected with other neurons
only by purely external connections — through
nerve fibers, dendrites, synapses, through the
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exchange of nerve impulses. Interneuron
communication is not instantaneous, but with
a significant delay. The speed of propagation
of nerve signals through which neurons
communicate with each other is very low —on
average it is about one hundred meters per
second. How can the combined work of this
entire  community of individual neurons
provide the unity of my consciousness
subjectively experienced by me?

If I am capable of not only experiencing
separate isolated phenomena of
consciousness, but also able to compare them
with each other, directly visualize their
similarity and difference, this means that the
flows of information corresponding to these
phenomena in the brain must somehow
interact directly contacting each other. But
from a physical point of view, this suggests
that all these information flows should
converge in one place, at one point — since
from the point of view of the theory of
relativity, long-range interaction does not
exist and, therefore, direct interaction of
information flows is possible only if they
somehow “touch” with each other at any one
point in space. But how is this possible in the
brain? It is unlikely that there is at least one
neuron in the brain in which all information
flows from different sensory analyzers
converge in order to make it possible to
create an integral polymodal perceptual field
of the actual experience inside this neuron.
But even if such a neuron existed, then since
it is also a very complex and extended object,
all this sensory information inside one
neuron would exist in a form distributed
between its separate parts — i.e. and in this
case a genuine unity of all this information
units would be absent.

Usually, philosophers try to solve this
problem of “linking” various elements of
consciousness into a single phenomenally
experienced whole from the position of the
so-called “Emergentism” — it is believed that
phenomenal consciousness arises as a kind of
“systemic property” that belongs not to
individual neurons (or even atoms or
molecules), but to a certain set of

interconnected neurons that form a single,
“functional system”. But then the question
arises: how do neurons really “know” that
they are part of a certain unified system and
that their states need to be combined in some
incomprehensible way with the states of
some other neurons, and how can such a
functional union actually exist? If we assume
that each neuron has some kind of its own
“microconsciousness”, and my consciousness
is formed from the sum of the
consciousnesses of individual neurons, then
how, by what principle is this association
realized? The problem here is that there are
no objective (physical) criteria for the
division of the material world into any
“separate systems”. For example, we say:
“the refrigerator is a single system” or “the
computer is a single system”, because the
parts of the refrigerator and the parts of the
computer together carry out some useful
function from our point of view. In fact, this
"useful function" exists only in our
imagination, by virtue of our subjective
understanding of the purpose of these
objects. But then we must conclude that these
objects themselves, as "integral systems" —
exist only in our imagination, in our
subjective "semantic coordinate system."
From the fact that the refrigerator appears to
us as a “single system”, it does not at all
follow that all its parts somehow “feel” any
kind of unity with each other and feel
themselves to be “parts of a single
refrigerator”. The same thing with the brain —
from the fact that it is convenient for us to
think of the brain as a functional whole, it
does not follow that it really, ontologically
acquires some kind of “wholeness in itself”,
and "generates" a holistic phenomenal
consciousness belonging to all this brain.

So we see that consciousness has an
obvious phenomenal unity (integrity) of its
contents, while the brain, consisting of a set
of separate functional subunits, clearly does
not have such integrity. From this we
conclude that the problem of the unity of
consciousness has no solution within the
framework of the naturalistic paradigm.
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The third insoluble problem from the
standpoint of naturalism is the problem of the
individuality of our "Self'. Phenomenal
consciousness does not exist in an
impersonal form, but precisely as "my" (or
someone else's) consciousness — as the
consciousness of a specific subject (concrete
"Self"). Is it possible to explain the
individuality of consciousness from the
standpoint of naturalism, i.e. based on the
fact that consciousness in all its aspects is
something derived from the brain and the
physiological processes taking place in it? If
all aspects of consciousness are determined
by the brain, then the fact that [ am I, and not
some other subject, should depend on the
brain. But what in my brain can determine
my individuality? It 1is clear that the
individuality of my “Self” cannot be
determined by the fact that my brain consists
of certain “individual” atoms. Firstly, the
atoms of my brain are continuously updated
during the metabolic process, so that in a few
years my brain will already consist of other
atoms, which, however, will not affect the
fact of the identity of my "Self" — I will the
same person as before. Secondly, the atoms
themselves (as well as the elementary
particles composing them) of the same sort,
from the point of view of quantum theory, are
absolutely identical, indistinguishable from
each other, so that the replacement identical
atoms should not produce to any observable
effects. Atoms and elementary particles are
devoid of any individuality and if they cannot
be distinguished even by their position in
space, then they begin turn into each other,
exchangeing states, which leads to
observable physical effects (the so-called
"exchange interaction").

How, then, can my individuality stem
from some material basis if matter itself is
devoid of individuality and consists of
absolutely standard, indistinguishable
components? Proponents of naturalism
usually answer this question this way:
although the brain consists of standard,
indistinguishable  elements, devoid of

individuality, but it, however, has a unique
structure — a unique combination of these
standard elements. It is the uniqueness of the
structure of the brain that determines the
individuality of my "Self'. However, it is
clear that the structure of any complex
material system is not something absolutely
unique. It is quite possible that in the future
we will learn to copy any complex material
structures up to the location of individual
atoms. Already now there are tunneling
microscopes that allow you to accurately
scan the position of individual atoms on the
plane. Using the same microscopes, it is also
possible to purposefully move individual
atoms, making up some compositions from
them. If we can do something similar for a
volume, then it will be possible to scan the
location of individual atoms in three-
dimensional material systems and create
precise copies of various material objects,
including living organisms. What happens if
a living person becomes an object of
copying? For example, I underwent a scan,
and then, based on the received accurate
information about the atomic structure of my
body, my exact material copy is created.
Suppose that this copy was not created on
Earth, but on Mars. Does this mean for me
that I will relocate to Mars as soon as my
copy appears there? Obviously not. I am the
subject of my own perceptions and my own
actions. But I will not be the subject of the
perceptions and actions of my copy: I will
not feel what she feels, I will not be able to
control her actions. From the fact that two
material objects are identical does not follow
in any way that there is any kind of exchange
of information between them. Such an
exchange of information should, among other
things, be carried out instantly — regardless of
the distance between me and the copy, but
this is forbidden by the theory of relativity.
So I won’t feel pain — if a copy is beaten, I
won’t know what happens to it at all and
whether it exists at all, which means that this
copy is not me. It follows from this that an
arbitrarily accurate copying of the material
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structure of the body and brain of a person
will not lead to a copying of his “Self”, his
personality. But this means that the
individuality of the "Self" is not determined
either by the individuality of atoms (which
are devoid of any individuality and,
moreover, continuously updated), or by the
individuality of the combination of these
atoms that make up the structure of the body
and brain of a particular person. It turns out
that the individuality of the “Self” cannot be
determined by any material factors at all —
since these factors are fundamentally
reproducible, while the “Self” is absolutely
unique, can exist only in one exemplar.

Sometimes one may hear such an
objection: a copy of a human is
fundamentally different from the original,
since it is devoid of the social experience of
the latter. However, since the social
experience of the human is actually
accumulated in his memory, and the memory,
from the point of view of the naturalistic
paradigm, is stored in the brain in the form of
a material trace (engram), it is obvious, that
copying the body and brain will also lead to
copying social experience and in this regard
the copy will not differ from the original.

So we see that the individuality of our
“Self” is a property of consciousness, which
is inexplicable from the point of view of the
naturalistic concept of the derivativeness of
consciousness from the brain. D. Chalmers
proposes, as axiom of the philosophy of
consciousness, the so-called “The principle
of supervenience” [1] — from which it
follows that two completely identical from
the physical point of view of the brain must
have identical consciousnesses. However, as
we see, for such a property of consciousness
as "to be a certain self-identical Self)" the
principle of supervenience is violated. The
“Self” is not supervenient with respect to the
brain, and has no explanation in the
framework of the naturalistic paradigm.

The last fourth insoluble problem for
naturalistic theory of consciousness is the
problem of the “causal ability” of
phenomenal consciousness. From the point

of view of naturalism, the function of
consciousness is identical to the function of
the brain. Phenomenal experiences, from this
point of view, are like some kind of passive
accompaniment  (“shadow”) of  brain
processes. But then the question arises: how,
then, can we reliably know and make reliable
judgments about the existence of our own
phenomenal consciousness? If I experience a
sensation of red, it is logical to assume that it
is this experience of red that is the original
reason for my saying "I see red." However,
from the point of view of naturalism, the
judgment “I see red” is produced by my brain
due to its specific structure and current
physical condition. Thus, it is this the
physical state of my brain, and not the
“sensation of red” that is the true reason for
my judgment: “I see red.” Suppose that
phenomenal consciousness can somehow be
turned off without any changes in brain
function. Such an assumption is not logically
contradictory, which means that such a
possibility of the normal functioning of the
brain without “phenomenal accompaniment”
cannot be ruled out a priori. The situation
when the brain works in the normal mode,
and the phenomenal consciousness 1is
completely absent, is indicated in the
philosophy of consciousness by the term
“philosophical zombie” (p-zombie) [1]. P-
zombie is a creature that is absolutely
identical to a physically ordinary person, and
also acts just like an ordinary person. The
only difference is that the p-zombie is
completely devoid of  phenomenal
consciousness. Obviously, the existence of p-
zombiescan be thought without
contradictions. Therefore, a priori it is
impossible to deny the possibility of the
existence of p-zombies. But then the question
arises: how can I absolutely reliably know
that I'm not p-zombie at the moment? Indeed,
the existence of my  phenomenal
consciousness is completely obvious to me. |
am absolutely sure that I am now feeling,
thinking, etc. And I know for sure that I am
not p-zombie. But if p-zombie is
fundamentally possible, then such reliable
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knowledge of the presence of one's own
subjective phenomena is fundamentally
impossible. Since p-zombies are functionally
no different from an ordinary person, he will
obviously give answers to any questions that
are characteristic of an ordinary person. If
you ask a p-zombie: “do you have a
phenomenal consciousness?” — then he will
obviously answer this question in the
affirmative. Indeed, this judgment, from the
point of view of naturalism, is produced by
its brain, whose work does not change in any
way due to the fact that the phenomenal
consciousness is turned off. If, in turn, I am
either in a normal state or in a p-zombie
state, then in both cases my judgments about
my phenomenal consciousness will be
identical. That is, 1 will argue that "I
experience something subjectively"
regardless of whether I really experience
something or not. That is, I will argue that "I
experience something subjectively"
regardless of whether I really experience
something or not. But in this case, any of my
subjective judgments about the presence of a
phenomenal consciousness in my mind is
fundamentally unreliable. If I claim that I
have a phenomenal consciousness does not
mean at all, in this case, that I really have this
phenomenal consciousness. However, self-
observation shows us the opposite — 1
obviously  have absolutely  reliable
knowledge about the existence of my own
phenomenal consciousness. How to resolve
this contradiction? In order for the judgments
about the presence of phenomenal
experiences to be absolutely reliable, it is
necessary that the existence of p-zombies
was logically impossible. In other words, an
essential connection between
phenomenology and the function of
consciousness is necessary — so without a
subjective phenomenology a normal function
of consciousness would be fundamentally
impossible.

To solve this problem, it is not enough to
postulate only the factual connection of the
function and phenomenology of

consciousness. For example, from the
perspective of a two-aspects approach to
solving a psychophysical problem, it could
be argued that phenomenology necessarily
exists as a correlate of brain function, since it
is an “internal aspect” of the physical (or
functional — according to Chalmers) state of
the brain. Then the judgments about the
existence of phenomenal consciousness,
although they are made using the “external”
(intersubjectively observed) function of the
brain, will be true simply because this
external function always also includes the
“internal aspect” a private subjective
experience that correlates with brain
function. However, my absolute confidence
in the presence of the phenomena of my
consciousness in this case essentially means
that I, from somewhere absolutely reliably
know that the two-aspects theory is correct
and, therefore, the presence of a self-
reporting function necessarily presupposes
existence of the subject of self-reporting. But
how can I know that? This knowledge is
obviously a priori in the sense that it does not
depend on any of my knowledge in the field
of solutions to the psychophysical problem,
and thus this knowledge can exist only if p-
zombies are not possible logically, and not
only in fact. But p-zombies are logically
impossible only if the function of
consciousness is not identical to the function
of the brain (there is something more than the
function of the brain) and if the function of
the brain itself exists as something logically
dependent on the existence of phenomenal
consciousness. If I make a judgment: “I see
red,” then it is this “red” as a subjective
phenomenon, and not the brain, that should
be the real reason for this judgment.
Therefore, in order not to be an
epiphenomenon, a powerless “shadow”
accompaniment of the “brain function”, the
phenomenal consciousness should be a real,
and not a nominal, participant in mental
processes, it should itself actively act, and
not be a “shadow” of really functioning brain
processes. Thus, here we also go beyond the
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framework of a naturalistic paradigm that
considers phenomenal consciousness as a
kind of “internal aspect” or “correlate” of the
functional or physical state of the brain.

It is necessary to give children the greatest
confidence, praise, slowly, stimulate the
courage of children to learn the piano, select
some simple songs suitable for children's in-
terests, to cultivate their interest in learning
the piano.

Children who are beginning to learn the
piano, because of their natural movement and
in the normal way of speaking they have a
hard time understanding. After many exper-
iments, | gradually found that as a teacher, it
IS necessary to understand and communicate
with children in the way they like in the
teaching process, so that they are more will-
ing or like to communicate with you, which
is very important for the cultivation of chil-
dren's interest.

Il. The important role of teacher mu-
sic education

Children have unique psychological
characteristics, they are some naughties,
some clever, concentration and absent-
minded characteristics. In teaching, teachers
can treat children according to their different
characteristics. For example: for clever, quiet
children to criticize less, encourage more;
For naughty, naughty children don't worry,
patiently point out their shortcomings, and
constantly urge correction; Encourage your
children to improve their confidence when
they complete their homework correctly and
in a timely manner. Teachers should give dif-
ferent teaching methods according to stu-
dents' different qualities and receptivity. Es-
pecially in children of different ages, more
vivid explanation will often bring them
strong interest. Choose piano teaching mate-
rials suitable for children's physiological and
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There are many kinds of piano teaching
materials for preschool children. When
choosing piano teaching materials, it will di-
rectly affect the teaching effect. The charac-
teristics of children is energetic, lively and
active, teaching simple choice of repertoire
will make children bored, so we should
choose suitable for children's physiological
and psychological characteristics, taste and
technology combined teaching materials.
These textbooks enable children to receive
comprehensive music education while learn-
ing piano, such as basic music theory, basic
piano skills, different styles of music, music
terminology, music performance and so on.

(1) Teachers choose teaching materials
reasonably to arouse children's interest in
learning.

Teachers’ reasonable selection of mate-
rials is the key to mobilize children’s interest.
The choice of teaching materials is appropri-
ate, will have a great impact on children's
interest in learning. For example, when |
chose Sonata Collection in the teaching pro-
cess, the children would find the course bor-
ing and do not complete the homework as-
signed by the teacher. However, after | chose
Babette later, |1 found that the children's in-
terest increased and their enthusiasm for pi-
ano practice also increased. So the selection
of materials to mobilize children’s interest is
very key.

(2) In the process of practicing the piano
at home, parents actively cooperate with
teachers, which can keep children's interest in
practicing the piano.

Parents make use of children's psycho-
logical needs to try their best to let children
enjoy the sense of achievement brought by
piano playing and stimulate their interest.
When the child has a certain good grades, it
is necessary to provide them with the oppor-
tunity to perform, if blindly in accordance
with the “piano practice a class again and
again" appearance, in a short time, will let
the children produce psychological exhaus-
tion, leading to weariness of learning, parents
can use friends and relatives to come to the

home gathering time, let the children per-
form, this can not only overcome the child's
shyness, consolidate the piano knowledge, It
creates a sense of accomplishment and a
sense of pride. So as to stimulate interest in
learning. When the child performs, parents
should listen carefully, concentrate intently
and give full affirmation and encouragement.
Piano learning is tortuous and long, parents
should be patient at the same time, don't rush
to success, or it will become a quick devel-
opment, waste precious time for no reason,
become the victim of inferior art, don't use
their "no music cell" excuse, learning music
theory is not difficult, and has nothing to do
with music cell, music has logic, only a good
understanding of music logic. In order to bet-
ter enjoy music, identify and evaluate music,
parents should understand some music theory
knowledge will be used in practice, otherwise
easy to be fooled by children.

(3) after the child learns a piano music
but dare not stage performance, participate in
some practical activities, listen to more con-
certs, but also improve the level of children's
music appreciation.

(4) More participation in music activi-
ties, improve children's music appreciation
level and so on.

Teachers first create conditions, choose
a reasonable time, learn the piano of the chil-
dren together, let the children appreciate each
other and other children's performance, find
fault with each other, often let the children
practice the play, unison and so on, but also
let the children participate in their own con-
certs and competitions, at the same time to
stimulate their interest in learning and enthu-
siasm. Teachers can also let parents give
their children listen to music, more to see a
variety of music performances, with the con-
tinuous improvement of the piano level,
many parents on their children to practice the
piano is very strict, to a little time will let the
child sit beside the piano practice, in this
spirit of racing against time is very good, but
also the appreciation of music this part can
not be ignored, However, some parents think
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that it is a waste of time for their children to
listen to concerts, and that it is better to prac-
tice the piano at home. This is a wrong idea.
The language of music is the same as the
language of literature. If the child does not
read the article, the natural explanation is the
lack of appreciation ability, will not write a
good article, the importance of music appre-
ciation will be self-evident.

(5) Break the traditional practice method
and join music interactive games for happy
piano practice.

Music is closely related to human life.
People express their inner emotions through
music and use music to pleasure their life.
Music can also bring people beauty and no-
ble emotions. It is an important means for
children to carry out aesthetic education, and
it can also cultivate children's sentiments. It
plays an extremely important role in cultivat-
ing children's minds. The educational content
of music is also very rich, including: Singing,
music appreciation, music games, percussion,
dance, rhythm and so on, is the best way to
reveal children’s personality, hobbies, ability,
children from childhood activities active, cu-
riosity heavy, self-control ability is relatively
weak, if the use of mechanical teaching
methods, but it is difficult to arouse chil-
dren’s interest and resonance, in the process
of music teaching activities, let the children
listen to more, talk more, Multi-activity with
a variety of rich activities as the carrier, fully
mobilize children's enthusiasm for learning
music, strengthen the cultivation of children's
interest in music.

After listening to one lesson, | found
that the child has a very good sense of
rhythm and strong understanding ability. Af-
ter communicating with his parents, | found
that the parents attached great importance to
the all-round development of the child, hop-
ing that the child could like music and be ac-
companied by the piano, and that he would
not be afraid of setbacks in the future growth
road. Not afraid of difficulties, 1 hope to
bring the power of life to others from the pi-
ano in the future. At the beginning of his pi-
ano learning process, | was still a little disap-

pointed, this child is very active, would find
a variety of excuses to avoid class, do not
want to class. Later, | began to change the
tone of my speech and changed the teaching
method. My speaking speed became slower
and my tone became softer. During the teach-
ing process, | explained my works to him by
telling stories until the class was over. Slow-
ly I found that he did not love to move so
much, will not have many excuses to avoid
the class. Now he likes the way | teach him
very much, and gradually this little problem
of being active has changed a lot. This gave
him the interest and motivation to learn the
piano.

Later, I learned from his mother that he
was lazy at home and did not like practicing
the piano. He was very resistant to practicing
the piano. Laziness is everyone's nature, only
to cultivate their interest, will be better into
learning. Later, | discussed with his mother
to let his mother practice the piano and play
the piano together. The child became very
interested in the way of playing the piano and
no longer resisted the practice. Mothers often
give their children various rewards to moti-
vate them to study. This way to improve the
children’s interest in learning the piano, itis a
special way.

I11. How to guide children to learn.

There are many famous pianists in Chi-
na, among which the most famous young pi-
anist Yundi Li, also an international piano
master, was born in Chongging, China on
October 7, 1982, when he was 18 years old
won the fourteenth Chopin International Pi-
ano Competition champion, and then won
numerous awards, many people think he is a
genius, but who only genius behind how
much sweat, Once he posted a text and a
photo on his micro blog, saying that the so-
called genius is to practice ten hours a day,
and the picture is the thick cocoon of each of
his fingers. His success cannot be separated
from the hard practice of the piano every day,
so it is important to cultivate and practice the
piano.

(1) tell the child the pianist childhood
practice story, from which can be in accord-
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ance with their method to learn, so as to im-
prove children's interest in learning.

When Lang Lang was a child, he was
very, very hard. He had to complete eight
hours of training every day. Slowly, Lang
Lang came back; When | was young, | went
to Beijing to study, and our life was very bad.
When 1 first came to Beijing, my father rode
a very old bicycle and often got lost in the
metropolis of Beijing. Then he met a profes-
sor who was very angry. Go to school, and
Fa PI teacher class, practice the piano. In or-
der to practice the piano well, little Lang
Lang would wear thick clothes and practice
late every day. He worked very hard and fi-
nally won the competition. Once a famous
conductor Maazel asked after seeing Lang
Lang's performance. Where did Lang Lang
learn to play the piano? Lang Lang's father
told him, "Lang Lang learned it in China."
Eventually, he will become a famous young
pianist in the world. When he learns the pia-
nist's method, many children will imitate the
pianist's way, from which they will experi-
ence different fun, so as to enhance children's
interest.

(2) Stimulating children's interest is an
important task in learning piano

By watching concerts or music videos,
children can be guided to see the fun of per-
formers' performances, from which they can
see that a person's performance is confident
and generous, etc. When attending perfor-
mances, they can see their own shortcom-
ings. Children communicate with children to
stimulate children’s interest in learning piano,
and teachers tell the historical background
and characters of the works during teaching.
It is very important for children to stimulate
their interest in the play because it makes
them understand the work more vividly.

IV. The cultivation of interest in piano
learning.

Japanese educator Dr. Jinichi Suzuki
once said, "Three minutes of passion is worth
learning piano.” Piano teachers and parents
and friends should try their best to encourage
children to love the piano, so that children

keep practicing interest every day, because
"Iinterest is a kind of magic, he can create
miracles.”

(1) through learning the piano to chil-
dren’'s learning habits has also made great
progress and improve the effect.

Piano practice and performance is a dy-
namic system to develop brain intelligence
and cultivate coordination. It requires atten-
tion to hearing, sensitive and active activities
under the premise of ten independent fingers,
different movements of hands and coordina-
tion of the whole body, so that the left and
right hemispheres of the brain can achieve
equal development and enhance mutual co-
ordination ability, so that the left and right
brain is more flexible. Numerous practices
have proved that children who start to learn
piano at an early age, after entering school, in
terms of understanding ability, acceptance
ability, imagination and creative thinking
ability, are significantly higher than children
who do not learn piano.

Through the cultivation of music appre-
ciation to learn piano to contact and read a
large number of excellent piano works, long-
term training and works edification, not only
make children emotional rich, cheerful mood,
but also improve music appreciation. Test
people’s endurance and confidence. Playing
the piano requires relatively skilled skills and
skills. It requires regular, scientific and con-
stant training, but this training requires per-
severance, endurance, confidence and cour-
age. Therefore, learning piano plays a very
good role in cultivating strong will, tenacious
enterprising quality, and practical, rigorous
and scientific style.

(2) For boring etudes can be performed
in different ways.

Learning the piano is not without en-
joyment. In spare time, |1 open a book of
small melodies that | usually play, start from
the first one, and use the normal speed to
start visual playing with both hands. There
are no big mistakes in notes, rhythm and ex-
pressions. Enjoyment is not found in any
other hobby. To achieve this state, we must

N
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learn a very high level of visual ability to
reach a very high level, in order to those who
can easily see the intermediate music. Unfor-
tunately, in the current way of music educa-
tion, most amateurs fail to achieve this goal
by the time classes are closed. Many students
will try their best to play the highest level,
and when they finish the highest level, their
skills are not really up to the requirements,
and their visual playing level is far from
enough. However, because they play the
highest level, they spend a lot of time practic-
ing difficult songs that are beyond their level,
but the whole process is extremely boring.
As a result, after finishing the level, they lose
their goal of practicing the piano, but their
interest has never been established, and they
never want to touch the piano again.

As mentioned earlier, practicing the pi-
ano is boring and boring for the vast majority
of people, but the vast majority of people will
more or less like a part of the music, but like
music is not equal to like practicing the pi-
ano, but like music also has a significant
promoting effect on practicing the piano, mu-
sic interest is not born, is by listening to more
and more practice to cultivate.

Confucius, a famous Chinese educator,
once said, "The one who knows is better than
the one who is good, and the one who is good
is better than the one who is happy." So in-
terest plays an important role, interest is not
born but through nurture.

(3) Use metronome rhythms to join mu-
sic games to guide interest.

Metronome plays an important role in
learning any musical instrument. For begin-
ners, metronome plays a more important role
in keeping steady and not in time. For ad-
vanced students, metronome is mainly suita-
ble for grasping timing in complex rhythm
and cultivating the consciousness of record-
ing studio. As long as you use it in the right
way, you never have to worry about depend-
ence. First of all, you need to know how to
maintain stability. Mature performers rely on
the following:

1. Long-term use of metronomes builds
muscle stability; 2. Respiratory rate; 3. Count

beat; 4. Left foot/beat by foot; 5. All this
sense of control is unified, and any other
method of your personal control is added,
and stability is guaranteed.

Here are some tips for using a metro-
nome as a beginner:

(D). Learn to count, especially for begin-
ners, when they start to follow the metro-
nome, they count out the beats loudly after it.
Not just to build awareness of the number of
beats, but to build breathing rates at different
speeds.(2). is to consciously control the
breathing rate, to the breathing rate and your
beat corresponding to the rhythm, at the same
speed, train yourself not to breathe chaos.(3).
Whatever exercise you do, use your spare
time to beat time. This creates a habit that
you can use later. Beginners turn on the met-
ronome at any speed.

(4) Learning piano through various
methods of interest cultivation also makes the
children's music vision broader, for learning
understanding has also made great progress.

To talk again about the relationship be-
tween the piano and cultural courses, first of
all, we should understand that the two are not
a binary conflict relationship, on the contra-
ry, we can manage them into a pair of com-
plementary intimate relationship. Let us ana-
lyze the structure of the human brain, and
you will understand this truth.

Scientists have talked about it through
practice; The left brain is responsible for lan-
guage, concepts, numbers, analysis and logi-
cal reasoning, while the right brain carries
the functions of image and perception,
memory, time concept and spatial orienta-
tion, music, emotions and feelings, and im-
age thinking. That is, our academic studies
go to the left brain, and our music studies go
to the right brain. Traditional education at-
taches great importance to the development
and cultivation of children's left brain, the
development of children’s right brain is much
less. And American scientist Lawrence pro-
posed: "Only when the two hemispheres of
the brain are complementary, the person is
most creative." More shows that people's
right brain and left brain, plays an indelible
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role in the development of people, scientist
Albert Einstein for music to give his scien-
tific achievements on the help, had the fol-
lowing wonderful discussion: "Music and
physics in the field of research work in the
origin is different, but are linked by the
common goal, which is to express the un-
known things for the pursuit. Their reactions
are different, but they complement each oth-
er. The world can be made up of musical
notes or mathematical formulas. "That is to
say, in Einstein's eyes, science and music are
not only inseparable, but also linked. For ex-
ample, science and music are revealing
something unknown to people, that they are
unique and there is no other way to replace
them. Therefore, he often referred to his sci-
entific achievements as "the highest musical
charm in the field of thought™ and regarded it
as his lifelong pursuit of the highest realm.
Learning piano not only exercises brain de-
velopment, but also increases learning and
understanding ability, and has a good effect
on learning habits.

V. Summary

Children who can stick to learning the
piano are really strong. They not only have
temperament, often perform and have in-
sight, but also have a generous attitude to-
wards people. They have also made great
progress in their study through learning the
piano. After chatting with her mother occa-
sionally, she learned that she was not good
at math. She could do a math problem for
more than an hour and never passed the ex-
am. Her mother heard that learning piano
could develop her left and right brain and
hoped that learning piano could exercise
her. Since the piano practice time is fixed
every day, and the time for homework is not
fixed, so | suggested that she practice the
piano for 45 minutes after school every day,
and then go to practice. At the beginning, |
really could not do it, and then | assigned
tasks to her every day. Before practicing the
piano, | would give her a video and sing
music together for 10 minutes, and then
practice by herself. Really after three

months or so her piano academic level has
been greatly improved, the ability to read
music also improved, and then her mother
told me that her mid-term exam math this
exam got 95 points, her mother was particu-
larly happy, also praised the piano is really
clever, in fact, it can not be separated from
her mother, every day to practice the piano,
Not only exercise the brain and tempera-
ment has also been greatly improved, the
child is also very confident, from this matter
more shows the use of different methods to
give children practice not only children have
confidence in the learning road and teachers
are also very happy, more shows the im-
portance of piano interest cultivation.

Again, China has become the world's pi-
ano power, according to statistics, there are
50 million Chinese people are learning the
piano. Why is it that only a small number of
piano beginners can persist in learning?
When people finish a thing or learn a major,
interest is the basic motivation to learn piano,
but also a kind of constantly improve the
basic elements of learning, in the process of
piano teaching, more should be taken as the
primary task to cultivate interest, through pi-
ano music education to enable children to
achieve all-round development, not only let
children know music, master music, develop
a positive attitude to music process, so that
children get physical, Intelligence, emotion,
personality and other all-round development,
through the cultivation of interest, improve
children's enthusiasm to learn the piano,
teaching and learning together to achieve the
purpose of piano teaching.

Dental care is one of the most popular and socially significant medical services in rural areas of the
Republic of Mordovia. The specifics of working conditions, seasonality of agricultural work, remoteness of a
number of settlements, low population density make it difficult to provide dental care to rural residents. In addi-
tion, the provision of the rural population with dental doctors is significantly lower than the provision of the ur-
ban population. There is a steady increase in the number of patients suffering from dental diseases, therefore it is
especially important to change the attitude not only of dentists, but also of the entire rural population of the Re-
public of Mordovia to health in general and the condition of the oral cavity in particular.

caries — 107 people (46.3 %); non-carious
lesions — 85 people (36.8 %); complicated
caries (pulpitis and periodontitis, with a large
predominance of pulpitis) — 36 people
(20.3 %); chronic recurrent aphthous stomati-
tis and herpetic stomatitis — 3 people (1.3 %).
Periodontal diseases — 92 people (39.8 %)

Periodontal diseases were divided into
the following groups:

e  gingivitis — 36 people (39.1 %),

periodontitis — 33 people (35.9 %),

periodontal disease — 3 people (3.3 %),
gum recession — 69 people (75.0 %),
idiopathic diseases — 0 %

The frequency of periodontal disease in

comparison with gum recession is very low,

which means that dentists do not differentiate
periodontal disease and periodontitis. And

also among periodontal diseases, there is a

high percentage of gum recession as an inde-

pendent disease.

In addition to dental disease, according
to medical records, general somatic diseases
of patients in the age groups were recorded:

o 18-25 years (9.2 % - vegetative-
vascular dystonia, 12.5 % — gastrointes-
tinal diseases),

e 26-45 years (21.7 % — gastrointestinal
diseases, 11 % — CCC diseases),

e 46-59 years (20.6 % — gastrointestinal
diseases, 13 % — connective tissue dis-
eases, 37.2 % — CCC diseases),

e 60 years and older (63.8 % — CCC dis-
eases, 19.3 % — musculoskeletal diseases
apparatus, 12.9 % — gastrointestinal dis-
eases).

Divided by gender, gum recession oc-
curs in 43 men (62.3 %) and 26 women
(37.8 %). At the same time, in the age group
from 18 to 25 years, the prevalence of gum
recessions is 12 people (17.4 %), from 26 to
45 years — 33 people (47.8 %), from 46 to 59

years — 5 people (7.2 %), and in the group of
60 years and older — 19 people (27.5 %).

Let's consider each age group separately,
dividing by gender and depending on the
prevalence of gum recession — in the group
of 18-25 years: 9 men (75.0 %) and 3 wom-
en (25.0 %); according to the prevalence of
gum recession: localized — 10 patients
(83.3 %), generalized — 2 patients (16.7 %).
In the group of 26-45 years — 25 men
(75.6 %) and 8 women (24.4 %); the preva-
lence of 25 patients (75.8 %) — with localized
gum recession, 8 patients (24.2 %) — general-
ized gum recession. Group 46-59 years —
3 men (60.0 %) and 2 women (40.0 %); by
prevalence, 4 people (80.0 %) — localized
gum recession, 1 person (20.0 %) — general-
ized gum recession. At the age of 60 years
and older — 6 men (31.6 %) and 13 women
(68.4 %); by prevalence — 8 people
(42.1 %) — localized recession, 11 people
(57.9 %) — generalized recession.

Conclusions: the incidence of dental dis-
eases among the rural population of the Re-
public of Mordovia is very high. In order to
prevent the growth of dental morbidity, qual-
ified dental therapists and periodontologists
are needed to provide therapeutic and pre-
ventive dental care by conducting scheduled
annual preventive examinations, measures
and sanitation of the oral cavity. It is neces-
sary to provide dentists with modern equip-
ment, tools and materials, as well as the in-
troduction of educational dental programs for
the population aimed at forming a healthy
lifestyle.

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Abstract. Concurrent with the Covid-19 pandemic is the rise of another pandemic: the infodemic. Since the first
appearance and subsequent global proliferation of the Covid-19 epidemic, Vietnam has experienced 4 stag-
es/climaxes of the epidemic with increasing levels of severity. Complicated developments of Covid-19 in Vi-
etnam became a thriving medium for an increasing amount of fake and hoax news, representing extremely seri-
ous ramifications. In order to prevent and minimize the harmful outcomes of such a situation, enhancing main-
stream media awareness can be an effective measure. Using survey, documentary analysis, and other qualitative
methods, this article provides insights on the process of enhancing mainstream media awareness against fake
news about the Covid-19 pandemic through the case study of Hanoi city, Vietnam. Media literacy and media
awareness are used interchangeably in this article.

Keywords: crisis information management; mainstream media awareness; mainstream media literacy; Covid-19

1. Introduction

The media plays a vital role in modern
life. One can assess the development level of
a society by examining its media system. In
addition, the media also reflects the intellec-
tual capacity of individuals. The media has a
central influence on political, economic, cul-
tural, and social life in the majority of mod-
ern society. In recent times, the media has
become an effective tool in efforts to prevent
and control the Covid-19 pandemic in Vi-
etnam. Through media channels including
newspapers and television, Covid-19 situa-
tion and updates as well as prevention and
the control information can be disseminated
from agencies, organizations, businesses and
individuals to the public.

Along with official information, fake
and hoax news is an unfortunate inevitable
phenomenon. Fabricated and distorted socio-
political news when widely disseminated can

lead to inaccurate perceptions and improper
actions among the public population, cause
confusions and controversies in public opin-
ion, create divisions in the community, and
even cause violence and scuffles that disrupt
social order and security. This warrants the
consideration of Covid-19-related fake and
false information as another ‘pandemic’ that
we as a collective face and must address
alongside Covid-19.

The Covid-19 pandemic seems to be an
opportunity for treasonous and rebellious ac-
tors in society to spread false and misleading
information, causing adverse effects on pub-
lic health. They provoke and divide the
community, increase the risk of social con-
flicts, hinder and sabotage the epidemic pre-
vention and control work of the Party, gov-
ernment, social organizations and people at
all levels. According to experts and official
media channels, in recent times especially
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when Vietnam was facing the fourth climax
of the Covid-19 epidemic, there were signs
of fake and false news being spread at an in-
creasing rate and scope, which proved more
difficult to control. Some typical fake news
about the Covid-19 epidemic include: the Fa-
cebook accounts "Nguyen Duc Hien" and
"Hoang Nguyen Vu" posting information
about a person named Tran Khoa (believed to
be an obstetrician-gynecologist) who re-
moved his mother's breathing tube to give it
to a pregnant woman (August 2021); the ac-
count "Le Tran" posted on Facebook "As of
12pm tonight, Hanoi will have a new di-
rective on distancing. People will only be
able to go out every 7 days instead of being
able to go out for groceries every other day
like now...” (August 2021). Fake news about
the prevention and control of the Covid-19
epidemic is also numerous, for example:
Fake news about Deputy Prime Minister Vu
Duc Dam's statement on pandemic control:
“Starting today, we will consider all friends,
relatives, and people whom we come in con-
tact with as infected. Only then can we deci-
sively fight the pandemic...” (March 2020) or
fake news that a person burned himself in Ho
Chi Minh City to protest against the govern-
ment's measures to prevent and control the
Covid-19 pandemic (July 2021).

Such false information has all been con-
firmed by the State's authorized agencies to
be fake news. Individuals who spread fake
news have also been punished according to
the law, yet the problem of preventing the
spread of fake news remains. An effective
solution is to enhance the mainstream media
awareness against fake news about the
Covid-19 pandemic. There is a significant
time gap between when fake news is released
and widely spread on the mainstream media
and when the perpetrators are found and ap-
prehended. During this critical period, if the
mainstream media awareness and vigilance
are poor, such fake news is circulated. Unin-
tentionally, members of the public became
‘pawns’ for rebellious and treasonous indi-
viduals to take advantage of. Therefore, the

study of mainstream media literacy and
awareness helps to reflect the current situa-
tion and highlight the need for improvement
in face of Covid-19 fake news in Vietnam
today.

2. Theoretical framework

Capability is the ability to perform a
certain job or activity effectively. Commu-
nication is the process of transmitting and
receiving information between two or more
people to enhance mutual understanding,
change perceptions, and subsequently adjust
attitudes and behaviors to suit the develop-
ment needs of individuals, community, and
society. In the simplest sense, media literacy
can be understood as the ability of the com-
municator to effectively convey information
to the recipient.

Mainstream media literacy is a relative-
ly new concept in Vietnam even though it
has been studied internationally for quite
some time. According to Dieter Baacke
(1973), media literacy is the ability of the
public to interact with the media in the same
way that embryonic cells respond to stimuli.
According to UNESCO (2011), media litera-
cy includes understanding the role and func-
tion of media in society, the context of com-
munication activities; skills to evaluate and
critigue media content and skills to use the
media to express opinions and participate in
society.

Vu Thanh Van (2018) believes that the
media literacy of the public consists of 4
components on 3 levels of competency. Ac-
cordingly, mainstream media awareness is
the ability to access, understand and evaluate
the information accessible, thereby transmit-
ting and responsibly providing information.
Three proposed levels of competency are:
(1) The public knows how to use the media
reasonably to achieve personal goals; (2) The
public uses the media in a way that is respon-
sible to the community and society; (3) The
public uses the media in manners that meet
social and cultural standards.

Fake news can be fake information,
completely untrue, spread in society through

n |
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word of mouth, mainstream media, social
networks, etc. with bad intentions. Fake news
can also be real information but is transmit-
ted by the perpetrators with bad intentions,
creating a scenario that leads the public to
understand the information in a negative
way, which is not true to the nature of the
incident. Fake news can also be true infor-
mation that was misinterpreted and misun-
derstood due to the subject's limited ability to
understand or transmit information, which
leads to the information becoming less accu-
rate as it circulates.

In this study, the mainstream media lit-
eracy against Covid-19 fake news is under-
stood as the public's ability to receive, under-
stand, evaluate and respond to media fake
news about the Covid-19 pandemic. Fake
news about the Covid-19 pandemic is divid-
ed into two groups: fake news about the
Covid-19 situation and updates and fake
news about Covid-19 prevention and control
process by the government, citizens, commu-
nities and society.

The media subject is the public members
directly receiving fake news about the Covid-
19 pandemic. The media audience is the pub-
lic members in communities and society that
receive information from the media subject.
Media message is content about fake news

after it has been understood, evaluated and
identified by the media subject. In the Era of
Industrial 4.0, the most commonly used
means of communication are social networks
and mobile applications.

3. Methodology

This study aims to answer the following
questions:

Research Question 1: Where does the
public in Hanoi mainly access information
about the Covid-19 pandemic?

Research Question 2: What is the cur-
rent state of mainstream media literacy and
awareness against fake news about the cur-
rent Covid-19 pandemic in Hanoi?

Research Question 3: What does the
public in Hanoi want to improve their media
literacy against fake news about the Covid-
19 pandemic?

To answer the above questions, the au-
thors used the sociological survey method:
Survey by questionnaire with the method of
broadcasting directly to the respondents. The
survey was conducted from September 15th
to October 15th in 2021. The sample size was
500, of which men accounted for 44.6 % and
women accounted for 55.4 %. Scope of in-
vestigation: 10 districts of Hanoi city, Vi-
etnam, specifically:

Participants of survey are members of
the public living in 05 districts (city) and 05

districts (rural areas) of Hanoi city. The
mainstream media literacy and awareness of
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the participants is reflected in the research
results.

4. Findings

4.1. Sources of Covid-19 pandemic in-
formation in Hanoi

When asked to pick up the only most
suitable option, 207 survey participants
(41.4 % of the total 500 participants) report-
ed that social media and other mobile appli-
cations such as Facebook, Zalo, Tiktok,
Bluezone, etc. are the most frequently ac-
cessed sources of information by the Hanoi

broadcast, and online portals of authorized
agencies are the second, third and fourth
most popular information sources on the
Covid-19 pandemic, respectively at 16.2 %,
12.8 % and 10.0 %. Verbal communication
and radio broadcast are less frequently ac-
cessed by the public, standing at 6.6 % and
5.8 % respectively. Printed newspapers are
the least accessed medium in terms of infor-
mation on the pandemic. In addition, there
are 11 participants (2.2 %) who accessed in-
formation on the pandemic through other
sources, such as text messages.

As acknowledged, information portals
from authorized authorities such as the Gov-
ernment, Ministry of Public Health, Local
public health center, and Radio broadcast
such as authorized channels provide official
information on the Covid-19 pandemic.
However, these sources are not frequently
accessed by the public, ranking respectively
at the third, fourth and sixth place out of 8
information sources of the survey. While dig-
ital newspapers — media channels, despite not
always being 100 % guaranteed to be authen-
tic, are the second most accessed source of
information by the public. Social media and

mobile applications, especially, are the most
accessed information sources by the public.
Information available on these networks is
more often than not unofficial and un-
checked, but these platforms contain the ca-
pability to spread information quickly and
attract an immense number of users. This has
provided the opportunities for a number of
fake news to be spread uncontrollably, result-
ing in difficulty in managing, controlling and
handling violations.

Ranging in order of ages, the Covid-19
pandemic information sources accessed by
the public is presented as below:

Information sources on the Covid-19
pandemic accessed by the Hanoi population
varies depending on age group. The group of
51 years old and above shows the tendencies
to access sources of information through tra-
ditional media channels such as television,
radio broadcast, and printed newspapers.
These are the most accessible information
channels for the people of this age as they
already have frequent appearances in this age
group’s lifestyle and routine of reading
newspapers, listening to the radio or watch-
ing news on television. A minority of this age
group also accessed information on the
Covid-19 pandemic through digital newspa-
pers, online portals of authorized agencies,
and verbal communication.

The public in the group of 36 to 50 years
old mostly access information on the Covid-
19 pandemic through online portals and digi-
tal newspapers. Due to being in the working-
age, they have time to acquire information
through these channels during breaks or
when accessing the Internet for work-related
purposes. Social media and television broad-
casts are also channels that receive attention
from the people of this age group. The num-
ber of people accessing information on the
Covid-19 pandemic through social media and

television broadcast is as high as the number
of people frequently accessing information
on the Covid-19 pandemic through digital
newspapers and online portals.

The group of 18 to 35 years old mostly
access information on the Covid-19 pandem-
ic through social media and mobile applica-
tions. This is the characteristic of the younger
people in an era of advanced technologies
like today. The public in this age can easily
spread information on social media without
assessing its authenticity, leading to numer-
ous consequences. Another section of this
age group access information through digital
networks and through verbal communica-
tion — media channels with a high rate of
false information.

4.2. The current state of mainstream
media literacy and awareness against
Covid-19 fake news in Hanoi

Analysis of the mainstream media litera-
cy on information accessing suggests that the
majority of Hanoi population is capable of
accessing Covid-19 pandemic related-
information through a variety of media chan-
nels including official information sources
and unauthorized information sources. Since
the report of the first case of Covid-19 in Vi-
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etnam, information on this matter has been
constantly updated and widely spreaded.

The media literacy of Hanoi population
in comprehending the accessed information

differs between those living in urban and ru-
ral areas.

It can be seen that Hanoi city residents’
ability to comprehend the accessed infor-
mation on the Covid-19 pandemic is better in
the group living in urban than those living in
rural areas. Almost half (246 out of 500 par-
ticipants, or 49.2 %) of the population living
in the city and suburb area of Hanoi reported
that it is “easy” to understand the accessed
information. The percentage of general pub-
lic indicating that it is “very easy” to com-
prehend accessed information is 15.0 %
while 23.6 % of them believes that it is “av-
erage” to understand accessed information.
Hanoi is the capital of Vietnam, the political,

economic, social and cultural center of the
nation, thus the intellectual level of the popu-
lation is fairly high. Hanoi residents’ ability
to comprehend information on the Covid-19
pandemic accessed from public sources can
be considered good. However, there still ex-
ists a number of people finding it “hard” or
“very hard” to understand the content of in-
formation. These cases are mostly college
freshmen, farmers or freelancers (street ven-
dors, motorbike taxi drivers), who have a rel-
atively lower intellectual level.

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Through the interview, the majority of
the general public proposes that it is more
difficult to assess the authenticity of infor-
mation on social media compared to infor-
mation from authorized sources. More than
half of the interviewers imply that it is ex-
tremely difficult to assess news spreaded on
social media and mobile applications. Com-
prehending accessed information is one issue
but assessing and analyzing the authenticity
of information is another problem.

Table 2 and 3 indicate that the general
public's ability to assess, analyze and evalu-
ate the authenticity of information is signifi-
cantly more limited compared to the ability
to comprehend accessed information. This
comes as no surprise when the majority of
the Covid-19 pandemic-related information
is spreaded through social platforms, mobile
applications and unauthorized newspapers
also known as ‘tabloid journalism’. Further-
more, the amount of fake news is increasing
uncontrollably with new intricate tricks in
disguising fake information for negative in-
tentions; the interlace of authentic infor-
mation and fake news makes it difficult for
the general public to evaluate and analyze
information.

When assessing the capability of provid-
ing news on the Covid-19 pandemic, the re-
sults of the survey indicate that the majority
of Hanoi population would not spread and
provide consumer information for fear of be-
ing misunderstood as spreading fake news
with negative intentions and getting into
trouble. A number of people did spread and
provide fake news but only through verbal
communication. They did not use tools such
as social platforms, mobile applications once
again due to the fear of getting into trouble
for spreading fake news. Another group of
people fails to evaluate the accessed infor-
mation and end up unintentionally spreading
false news through applications such as Mes-
senger, Facebook, and Zalo. This instance

illustrates that a number of the Hanoi popula-
tion is lacking in the capacity to spread and
provide Covid-19 fake news.

4.3. Improving mainstream media liter-
acy and awareness against Covid-19 fake
news in Hanoi

Based on the above findings, there’s a
need to improve Hanoi’s mainstream media
literacy against fake news about the Covid-
19 pandemic. All survey participants shared
the same desire to improve their personal
media literacy and awareness to contribute to
helping the Party and authorities at all levels
in the fight to eliminate fake news and misin-
formation about the Covid-19 pandemic on
the media, especially on social networks and
mobile applications, since these communica-
tion channels are most commonly accessed
by the majority of the public nowadays.

The group of solutions to improve the
skills and responsibility of the public in limit-
ing the spread of fake news about the Covid-
19 pandemic was mostly chosen (by 119 out
of 500 people). The majority of participants
think that this group of solutions is directly
related to improving the public's media liter-
acy and awareness against fake news about
the Covid-19 pandemic. The public needs to
self-study, raise awareness, master, and ad-
here to core principles when participating in
the media, consult media knowledge and
skills to detect fake news through the media
with others. The public, especially the youth,
should pay more attention to official author-
ized media channels. In addition, the public
also needs to determine their attitude, ability
and social responsibility when accessing, un-
derstanding and evaluating fake news. This is
the most decisive factor for properly com-
municating and contributing to controlling
and minimizing the social harm of Covid-19
fake news in particular, and socio-political
fake news in general.

The second and third groups of solutions
that are prioritized by the public are solutions
on promoting the State's management in con-
trolling, preventing, combating and minimiz-
ing the harmful effects of fake news about
the Covid-19 pandemic, and solutions on
strengthening the leadership role of the Party
in advocating, motivating people to actively
fight against fake news about the Covid-19
pandemic. Solutions to strengthen the Party's
leadership role in advocating and promoting
will help efforts to improve the skills and re-
sponsibility of the public in the communica-
tion of fake news about the Covid-19 pan-
demic. On September 20, 2021, the Advoca-
cy Department of the Central Committee of
the Communist Party of Vietnam issued
Guidance No. 24-HD/BTGTW on "stepping
up advocacy on prevention and control of the
Covid-19 epidemic and socio-economic de-

velopment in the new normal”. In particular,
one of the advocacy contents was identified
by the Central Advocacy and Education
Committee as: "Actively fighting and
promptly responding to fake and malicious
news that negatively affect the prevention
and control of the epidemic and socio-
economic development”.

The State and authorized agencies ur-
gently need to institutionalize, strengthen the
effectiveness and efficiency of management
in practice, actively build a scientific and
progressive legal framework for the media
sector to operate and healthily develop in the
right direction. For good management, it is
necessary to quickly continue to perfect the
system of legal documents with specific,
clear, realistic, and appropriate terms, keep-
ing up with the fluctuating speed of the me-
dia, etc. instead of stopping at governing

rules with tokenistic and bureaucratic ethical
and cultural recommendations. It is also im-
portant to timely supplement and complete
legal documents in line with reality to ensure
a transparent, public and equal legal envi-
ronment among organizations and individu-
als participating in the media. At the same
time, there need to be regulations and poli-
cies to encourage Vietnamese enterprises in
the field of information and communication
and the public to become active actors in
dealing with fake news. In addition, it is nec-
essary to strengthen publicity and transparen-
cy in the activities of state agencies, provide
timely and adequate information in accord-
ance with the law on access to information,
and perform well the responsibility to speak
and provide information to the public.

The State needs to study and perfect the
system of agencies in charge of providing
policy advice and solutions to prevent and
combat fake news. Facing the outbreak of
fake news, false news in general, fake news
and false news about the Covid-19 pandemic
in Vietnam recently, the Vietnamese Center
for Handling Fake News, under the Depart-
ment of Radio and Television and Electronic
Information, the Ministry of Information and
Communications was established with the
mission of receiving, detecting, evaluating
and labeling fake news, publishing authentic
information, assessing trends in information
sharing and large interactions to label fake
news warnings and guiding citizens to recog-
nize, prevent, and deal with fake news. The
public should regularly monitor the Center's
website: https://tingia.gov.vn/ to catch and
report fake news in various areas of social
life. In addition to online feedback, the public
can also report through the hotline 18008108.
Through the process of labeling fake news
and publishing authentic information, the
public can easily gain experience, recognize,
and evaluate fake news, thereby contributing
to improving their media literacy.

The solution group on promoting the
roles and responsibilities of journalists and
mainstream press agencies in controlling and
minimizing the harmful effects of fake news

about the Covid-19 pandemic was selected
by 93/500 people as the necessary solution
group to contribute to improving the media
literacy of the public. It is necessary to pro-
mote the active, pioneering, directing and
public opinion guiding role of the main-
stream press, ensuring that information is al-
ways fully updated, timely and accurate, con-
tributing to preventing fake news. The main-
stream media also need to increase accounta-
bility and effectiveness in verifying the
sources of news activities. When receiving,
selecting, and using information, journalists
and press agencies must only publish infor-
mation after appropriate processes of verifi-
cation and fact checking, make sharp com-
ments, and contribute to improving the think-
ing capacity and awareness of readers. All of
these contribute to improving the media liter-
acy of the public.

Along with mainstream media agencies,
today, media companies also play an im-
portant role in communication activities.
67/500 people surveyed said that strengthen-
ing the role and responsibilities of media
corporations in preventing and combating
fake news about the Covid-19 pandemic is
the current priority solution. Since these are
for-profit private companies, if they are not
attentive and alert, they could be easily
"pribed” by problematic individuals to
transmit false and untrue information. In ad-
dition, the communication products of these
companies often attract the attention of the
young public — who often have poor ability
to understand and evaluate information. The
information that the public can access from
these media products will gradually shape the
public's thinking and perception of the
source. Therefore, it is necessary to have a
management mechanism as well as strength-
en the roles and responsibilities of these sub-
jects in preventing and combating fake news
about the Covid-19 pandemic.

A small number of survey participants
think that other solutions should be priori-
tized, such as promoting the role of the Un-
ions, especially those in agencies disseminat-
ing information about the Covid-19 pandem-
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ic; strengthening international cooperation in
fake news prevention and control; strength-
ening scientific research on fake news and
using artificial intelligence in preventing and
combating fake news.

5. Discussions

Firstly, fake news and false facts are not
new concepts. People's lack of understanding
about the Covid-19 epidemic and the con-
stant evolution of new strains of Sars-CoV-2
have fueled a thirst for information. This has
led to the proliferation of rumors and misin-
formation. Fake news is increasingly difficult
to distinguish, spreading at a dizzying speed,
especially on social networks. Therefore, we
need to establish a Covid-19 "green zone" in
cyberspace. This can be done by strengthen-
ing the official information channels on so-
cial networking platforms such as Facebook,
YouTube, Zalo, etc. so that the public can
access official information; and giving the
public the abilities to view, assess and com-
pare information in the "green zone" to de-
cide on the right communication action.

Secondly, the communication capacity of
the public in Hanoi in response to fake news
about the Covid-19 pandemic is different be-
tween the public living in urban areas and the
public living in rural areas. This is due to the
difference between cultural level, professional
activities; differences in age groups and ac-
cessible information sources, etc. Improving
the media literacy of the public will help the
communication work in the prevention and
control of the Covid-19 pandemic.

Thirdly, from the current situation of the
mainstream media awareness against Covid-
19 fake news in Hanoi, it is necessary to
promptly and synchronously implement the
system of solutions selected by the surveyed
subjects to contribute to improving the media
literacy of the public. Of course, it is also
necessary to prioritize or focus more on the
implementation of a certain group of solu-
tions based on the characteristics of each lo-
cality as well as the capacity of each public

group.

6. Conclusion

Fake news is a phenomenon without
borders, has been and is currently a big prob-
lem in the development of many countries
around the world, including Vietnam. Taking
advantage of social media, problematic indi-
viduals in society often spread fake and untrue
news during the Covid-19 pandemic, obstruct-
ing and sabotaging prevention and control
work of the political system and the people.
Public communication is an effective solution
contributing to the spread of official infor-
mation, detecting, condemning, and eliminat-
ing fake and false news. The public needs to
actively improve their capacity to communi-
cate properly and effectively, contributing re-
sponsibly to the prevention and control of the
Covid-19 pandemic in Vietnam.
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THE SETTLEMENT OF COMPLAINT AND DENUNCIATION

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Abstract. The inspection and settlement of complaint and denunciation of the Provincial Party Committee's

and party members therefore have been settled in a timely and serious manner. By means of inspection, the
Commissions have clearly concluded advantages as well as disadvantages and violations of collectives and indi-
viduals, promptly handled violations, and measures have been proposed to recall the lost money and assets. The
achieved results have contributed to the firm adherence to the principles of Party organization and activities, to
strengthening the Party’s unity and discipline, enhancing the leadership role and the fighting strength of the Party
organizations, as well as raising the responsibility of the party members.

1. Overview of the Provincial Party

1.1. Overview of the Provincial Party
Committee and the Provincial Executive
Committee

There are 58 centrally-run provinces in
Vietnam, and each provincial political system
shall have the following organizations: the
Party Committee, the Government, the
Fatherland Front and  socio-political
organizations from the province to the
grassroots level. In which, the Provincial Party
Committee plays the leading role as the
political organization of the province, leading
all organizations and activities within the scope
of the province. A Provincial Party Committee
consists of party organizations, a large
contingent of party members of organizations

organizations and in all fields of social life,
ensuring that such activities are in accordance
with and contribute to the successful
implementation of the Party's lines and
policies, the State's policies and laws and the
province's political duties.

Each  Provincial Party Committee
comprises of Provincial Executive Committee
and Provincial Party Standing Committee.
Regulation No. 10-QDi/TW on the functions,
duties, powers and working relationship of the
Committees and the Standing Committees of
provinces and centrally-run municipalities,
issued by the Politburo on December 12,
2018, has clearly stated: “The Provincial
Executive Committee is the leading body of
the Provincial Party Committee during the
interval between two congresses™. Functions

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and duties of the Provincial Executive
Committee have also been clearly stipulated
in this Regulation.

1.2. Functions, duties and
organizational structure of the Provincial
Party Committee's Inspection Commission

Functions and duties of the Provincial
Party Committee’s Inspection Commission

According to Regulation No. 22-
QD/TW dated July 28, 2021 of the Central
Committee on the Party’s inspection,
supervision and discipline, the Provincial
Party Committee's Inspection Commission
exercises the functions of inspecting,
supervising and enforcing discipline within
the Party under the leadership of the
Provincial Executive Committee, in which,
the Provincial Party Standing Committee
plays a direct and regular role. At the same
time, the Commission coordinates with
relevant agencies to conduct required
inspection and supervision tasks.

Along with that, the duties of the
Provincial Party Committee's Inspection
Commission have also been stipulated in
Regulation No. 22-QD/TW, which include:
Firstly, conducting inspection on party
members and provincial commissioners
when there are signs of violations against
their standards, and violations during
performing their duties. Secondly, conducting
inspection on party organizations of the
Provincial Party Committee, with emphasis
placed on inspection on Party Committees
and subordinate Party Committees (district-
level and equivalent levels) when there are
signs of violations during the performance of
Political Platform, the Party’s Charter, the
Party’s resolutions, directives  and
organizational principles. Conducting
inspection on the task implementation of the
Party’s inspection, supervision and discipline
of these organizations. Thirdly, supervising
provincial commissioners, cadres under the
Provincial Party Standing Committee’s
management, and party organizations of the
Provincial Party Committee on the
implementation of the Party's guidelines,

lines and policies, the Provincial Party
Committee and Provincial Party Standing
Committee’s resolutions, and the ethics and
lifestyle in accordance with the regulations of
the Central Executive Committee, in which
focusing on supervising the provincial
commissioners, cadres under the Provincial
Party Standing Committee’s management,
and subordinate Party Committees (district-
level and equivalent levels) on these issues.
Fourthly, examining and concluding cases of
disciplinary violations, issuing the decision
or requesting the Provincial Executive
Committee to impose disciplines on violating
cadres, party members and  party
organizations of the Provincial Party
Committee. This task focuses on Party
members who are cadres under the Provincial
Party Standing Committee’s management
and cadres under the Provincial Party
Standing Committee’s management who are
not Party members. Fifthly, settling
denunciations against party organizations and
members; settling Party discipline complaints
of Party members of the Provincial Party
Committee, with a focus on subordinate party
organizations and cadres under the Provincial
Party Standing Committee’s management.
Sixthly, conducting financial inspection on
inferior Party Committees of the Provincial
Party Committees, with a focus on the
subordinate committees; conducting financial
inspection on the Provincial Financing
Agency.

Organizational  structure of the
Provincial Party Committee’s Inspection
Commission

As stated in Regulation No. 22-QD/TW,
a Provincial Party Committee's Inspection
Commission shall consist from 9 to 11
members (decided by the Provincial
Executive Committee), including 2 part-time
commissioners (Chairman or Vice Chairman
of the Inspection Commission shall be
provincial commisioner and provincial chief
inspector), except the cases of the Inspection
Commissions in Thanh Hoa and Nghe An
province having from 11 to 13 members.

Full-time members of the Provincial Party
Committee's Inspection Commission shall
include: Chairman is a member of the
Provincial Party Standing Committee, from 2
to 3 Vice Chairmen (the standing Vice
Chairman is the provincial commisioner) and
a number of commissioner. The Inspection
Commissions in Thanh Hoa and Nghe An
province have no more than 4 Vice
Chairmen.

1.3. Functions, organizational
structure and payroll of the agency of
Provincial Party Committee's Inspection
Commission

Functions of the agency of Provincial
Party Committee's Inspection Commission

According to Regulation No. 04-
QDIi/TW dated July 25, 2018 on functions,
duties, powers and organizational structure of
the provincial and city Party Committee’s
advisory and assistance agencies issued by
the Secretariat, the agency of Provincial
Party Committee's Inspection Commission is
an advisory and assistance agency of the
Provincial Party Committee's Inspection
Commission. It performs the duties and
powers of inspection, supervision and
discipline enforcement in accordance with
the Party’s Charter within the Provincial
Party Committee, as well as performing other
tasks assigned by the Provincial Executive
Committee and the Provincial Party Standing
Committee. Concurrently, this agency is a
specialized and professional agency for the
inspection, supervision and Party discipline
enforcement of the Provincial Executive
Committee, the Provincial Party Standing
Committee, and the Provincial Party
Committee's Inspection Commission.

Organizational structure and payroll of
the agency of Provincial Party Committee's
Inspection Commission

Chairman of the Provincial Party
Committee's Inspection Commission is the
head of the agency and Vice Chairmen are

the deputy heads. Directly under the
Provincial Party Committee's Inspection
Ic

Commission are departments: the number of
departments shall depend on the task
requirements and actual situation of the
province, but not more than 4 departments.
Payroll of the agency of Provincial Party
Committee's Inspection Commission must be
in line with the functions, duties,
employment positions, structure of cadres
and civil servants of the Provincial Party
Committee's Inspection Commission. It must
be in accordance with the assigned payroll
and with the payroll of other advisory and
assistance agencies of the Provincial
Executive Committee.

2. Complaints about party discipline
and the settlement of the Provincial Party
Committee's Inspection Commission

2.1. Contents of complaints about party
discipline

The Charter of the Communist Party of
Vietnam provides party organizations and
members with the right to complain about
party discipline: “Party organizations and
party members who disagree with the
disciplinary decisions are entitled to lodge
complaints with superior committees or
inspection commissions or with the Central
Executive Committee within one month from
the date of the decision”’. Complaints about
party discipline include: Firstly, complaints
about internal Party discipline. Secondly,
complaints about the State’s discipline.
Thirdly, complaints about the discipline of
the socio-political organizations that party
members participate in. In which, the most
concentrated ones are complaints about
internal Party discipline. Particularly, there
are many complaints about party discipline
reflecting in various aspects of Party building
in terms of politics, ideology, morality,
organizations and cadres. For instance,
complaints about discipline on violations of
the Party's organizational and operational
principles; violations of morality and
lifestyle; violations of forbidden actions of
party members; Party organizations’
violations of the Party's organizational and

2.2. Contents and methods of settlement
of complaints about party discipline of the
Provincial Party Committee’'s Inspection
Commission

Contents of settlement of complaints
about party discipline of the Provincial
Party Committee's Inspection Commission

Firstly, the Provincial Party Committee's
Inspection Commission shall develop and
promulgate decisions on the settlement of the
party organizations and members’ complaints
about party discipline.

There are four types of decisions of the
Provincial Party Committee's Inspection
Commission on the settlement of the party
organizations and members’ complaints
about party discipline, including: 1) The
settlement  decision on the  party
organizations’ complaints about discipline on
violations during the implementation of the
Political Platform, the Party and Party
Committee’s resolutions and decisions. 2)
The settlement decision on official party
members’ complaints about discipline on
violations during the performance of the
Political Platform, the Party's Charter, the
Party's resolutions and directives, the State’s
laws; violations during the implementation of
resolutions, decisions, directives, conclusions
and regulations of the district and equivalent
Party Committees, the Provincial Executive
Committee and Standing Committee;
violations of political ideology, ethics, and
lifestyle as well as “self-evolution” and “self-
transformation”; violations of working style,
manners, attitudes and relations with the
people, etc. 3) The settlement decision on
complaints about discipline of reserve party
members. 4) The settlement decision on party
members’ complaints about discipline on
violations of law, administrative discipline
and union discipline.

Secondly, the  Provincial  Party
Committee's Inspection Commission shall
direct and implement its settlement decision
on complaints about party discipline.

The Inspection Commission thoroughly

grasps its settlement decision on complaints
about party discipline within the agency of
the Provincial Party Committee's Inspection
Commission. At the same time, disseminat-
ing such decision to subordinates with
affiliated party organizations and committees
whose members have lodged complaints, and
to the competent party organizations that
have previously settled complaints and issued
settlement decision (if any) so as to
coordinate in performing the assigned tasks.
The Provincial Party Committee's Inspection
Commission shall establish a settlement team
for each complaint. For less complicated
complaints, the Provincial Party Committee's
Inspection Commission may authorize one
member to handle the complaint, with the
coordination and support of some officials of
the agency of Provincial Party Committee's
Inspection Commission.

Thirdly, the Provincial Party
Committee's Inspection Commission shall
direct the coordination between its party
discipline complaint settlement team and
relevant party organizations in conducting
tasks.

The Provincial Party Committee's
Inspection Commission shall direct the
coordination  between the  complaint

settlement team and the Party Committees
whose subordinate party organizations and
party members have lodged complaints; as
well as directing the coordination between
the complaint settlement team and competent
party organizations that previously imposed
and approved the discipline decision on party
organizations and members (if any).

Fourthly,  the  Provincial Party
Committee's Inspection Commission shall
direct the coordination between its party
discipline complaint settlement team and
appropriate authorities during the settlement
process.

The Provincial Party Committee's
Inspection Commission shall direct the
coordination between the party discipline
complaint settlement team and advisory and
assistance agencies of the Provincial Party

" |
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Committee so as to perform its tasks
smoothly and effectively. The Standing
Committee of the Provincial Party
Committee's Inspection Commission shall be
responsible for receiving, reviewing and
taking decisions on the proposal of the
complaint settlement team when technical
and professional expertise is required. They
shall request these agencies to engage in the
technical and professional assessment as
requested by the complaint settlement team.

Fifthly, the Provincial Party Committee's
Inspection Commission shall urge, inspect
and supervise party discipline complaint
settlement team during performing their
tasks; directing the review and summing up
experiences in settling complaints about par-
ty discipline of the settlement team.

Working method of the Provincial
Party Committee's Inspection Commissio
when settling complaints about party
discipline

The settlement process on complaints
about party discipline of the Provincial Party
Committee's Inspection Commission
includes the following tasks:

In the first step, the Provincial Party
Committee's Inspection Commission shall
direct and prepare the settlement of
complaints about party discipline.

The complaint settlement team or
members of the Provincial Party Committee's
Inspection Commission authorized to settle
complaints shall carefully review the
contents, the disciplinary enforcement
dossier and the party discipline complaint
settlement dossier of the party organizations
and party members (if any) that have been
previously imposed by competent party
organizations. The complaint settlement team
or members of the Provincial Party
Committee’s Inspection Commission
authorized to settle complaints shall report
the contents and object of the complaints, as
well as the settlement plan so that the
Standing Committee of the Provincial Party
Committee's Inspection Commission can
consider and give approval.

In the second step, the Provincial Party
Committee's Inspection Commission shall
direct and proceed the settlement of
complaints about party discipline.

The complaint settlement team or the
members of the Provincial Party Committee's
Inspection Commission authorized to settle
complaints shall coordinate with the
representative of party organizations that
have previously taken disciplinary action or
settled complaints of party organizations or
party members in order to implement the
plan and request such party organizations to
appoint officers to coordinate in resolving the
complaints. The complaint settlement team
or the members of the Provincial Party
Committee's Inspection Commission
authorized to settle the complaints shall
conduct the inspection. At the same time,
through the above-mentioned conferences
and working sessions, if there are any unclear
issues, all parties must continue to
investigate, verify and settle complaints.

In the third step, the Provincial Party
Committee's Inspection Commission shall
direct and conduct the final settlement of
complaints about party discipline.

The complaint settlement team or the
members of the Provincial Party Committee's
Inspection Commission authorized to settle
the complaints shall report the settlement
results with all necessary contents. The
settlement team shall discuss the conclusions
and decisions of the Provincial Party
Committee's Inspection Commission with
subordinate party organizations in order to
find solutions for implementation. After that,
they shall finalize the notice of conclusions
and decisions of the Provincial Party
Committee's Inspection Commission on the
settlement of complaints about party
discipline, at the same time, notifying the
final settlement results of the Provincial
Party Committee's Inspection Commission,
requests and  recommendations, and
announcing the settlement decision to the
relevant party organizations and to the party
organizations and party members lodging the

3.1. Contents of denunciations against
party organizations and members

Every citizen in our country has the right
to denunciate; every agency and organization
in society and every individual, including
party organization and party member can be
the object of denunciations when there are
violations against the laws, causing damages
or threaten to cause damages to the interests
of the State , the legitimate rights and
interests of citizens, State agencies and
organizations. With party organizations, the
contents of denunciations are related to the
observance of the Political Platform, the
Party's Charter, the Party's guidelines,
resolutions, directives, regulations and
conclusions, the State’s laws, the Party’s
principles of organization and operation; and
internal unity. With party members, the
contents of denunciations are related to
standards of party members and
commisioners and the performance of party
members' duties; the observance of the
Political Platform, the Party's Charter, the
Party’s guidelines, resolutions, directives,
regulations and conclusions; the principles of
party organization and activities, the
performance of responsibilities, duties,
powers and qualities, ethics and lifestyle of
cadres and party members.

3.2. Contents and working method of
the Provincial Party Committee’s Inspection
Commission on the settlement of
denunciations against party organizations
and members

Contents of the settlement of
denunciations against party organizations
and members of the Provincial Party
Committee's Inspection Commission

Firstly, the Provincial Party Committee's
Inspection Commission shall develop and
promulgate decisions on the settlement of
denunciations against party organizations and
party members.

The dicision of the Provincial Party
Committee's Inspection Commission on the
settlement of denunciations against party
organizations and party members can be di-
vided into: 1) The decision on the settlement
of denunciations against party organizations:
the Provincial Party Committee's Inspection
Commission shall develop and promulgate a
decision to settle denunciations against party
organizations for violations related to the
implementation of the Political Platform, the
Party's Charter, the Party’s guidelines,
resolutions, directives, regulations and
conclusions; the State’s laws; the Party’s
principles of organization and operation;
internal unity. 2) The decision on the
settlement of denunciations against Party
members: The Provincial Party Committee's
Inspection Commission shall develop and
promulgate a decision on the settlement of
denunciations against Party organizations
about violations against the standards of
party members and commissioners; the
performance of party members' duties; the
implementation of the Political Platform, the
Party's Charter, the Party’s guidelines,
resolutions and directives; the Party’s
principles of organization and operation; and
against the performance of the duties, tasks
and powers of officials and party members;
qualities, ethics and lifestyle of cadres and
party members.

Secondly, the  Provincial  Party
Committee's Inspection Commission shall
direct and implement its decision on the
settlement of denunciations against party
organizations and party members.

The Provincial Party Committee's
Inspection Commission thoroughly grasps its
decision on the settlement of denunciations
within the agency of the Provincial Party
Committee’s Inspection Commission,
disseminates such decision to subordinates
with denounced affiliated party organizations
and party members in order to coordinate in
the settlement. The Provincial Party
Committee's Inspection Commission shall
establish an inspection team (for complicated

o |
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denunciations), or appoint inspectors (for less
complicated denunciations). The inspection
team consists of members of the Provincial
Party Committee's Inspection Commission
and officials of the agency of Provincial
Party Committee's Inspection Commission,
with Vice Chairman of the Provincial Party
Committee's Inspection Commission as the
team leader. The inspection team shall agree
on the program, plan, and working regime.

Thirdly, the Provincial Party
Committee's Inspection Commission shall
cooperate with relevant organizations in
settling denunciations; promoting the role of
socio-political organizations, relevant forces
and people in engaging in the efforts.

The Provincial Party Committee's
Inspection Commission shall direct the
agency of the Provincial Party Committee's
Inspection Committee in assisting and
advising the Inspection Commission in
settling denunciations; coordinating with
advisory and assistance agencies of the

Provincial Party Committee; and when
necessary, coordinating with specialized
agencies of the Provincial People's

Committee in order to conduct technical and
professional assessment of related issues.
The Provincial Party Committee's Inspection
Commission strongly promotes the role and
the participation of  socio-political
organizations, relevant forces and people in
denunciation settlement in necessary matters.

Fourthly,  the  Provincial Party
Committee's Inspection Commission shall
urge, inspect and supervise the inspection
team in performing their tasks.

The Provincial Party Committee's
Inspection Commission conducts this work to
firmly grasp the difficulties, problems, and
unexpected arising new problems in order to
direct the settlement in a timely and effective
manner, supporting the inspection team to
well perform their tasks.

Fifthly, the Provincial Party Committee's
Inspection Commission shall conduct the
settlement of denunciations; draw conclusion
and sum up experiences.

Working methods of the settlement of
denunciations against party organizations
and members of the Provincial Party
Committee's Inspection Commission

The denunciation settlement process of
the Provincial Party Committee's Inspection
Commission includes the following tasks:

In the first step, the Provincial Party
Committee's Inspection Commission shall
direct the preparation of the denunciation
settlement.

The inspection team or the officer
assigned to examine (the inspection officer)
shall conduct research into the denunciations
or the direct denunciation record to clearly
grasp the contents and object of the
denunciations. The inspection team or
inspection  officer  shall  report the
denunciation contents, object, and settlement
plan to the Standing Inspection Committee of
the Provincial Party Committee for
consideration. The representative of the
Provincial Party Committee's Inspection
Commission or the inspection officer shall
discuss with the representative of the party

organization  directly = managing  the
denounced party organization or party
member or the representative of the

denounced party organization. The inspection
team shall develop programs and settlement
plans and assigns tasks to each member of
the team.

In the second step, the Provincial Party
Committee's Inspection Commission shall
direct or proceed the denunciation settlement.

Representatives of the Provincial Party
Committee's Inspection Commission and the
inspection team or inspection officer shall
work with the denounced party organization
or party member. The inspection team or the
inspection  officer shall conduct the
inspection while the Provincial Party
Committee's Inspection Commission shall
direct to organize conferences for denounced
party organization or party member. The
inspection team continues to examine and
verify the unclear contents (if any) and
prepare reports on the results of denunciation
settlement.., completing and sending the
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inspection report to the Standing Inspection
Committee.

In the third step, the Provincial Party
Committee's Inspection Commission shall
direct or conduct the final settlement of the
denunciation.

The inspection team or inspection
officer shall report the denunciation
settlement results. Representative of the
Provincial Party Committee's Inspection
Commission and the inspection team or
inspection officer shall discuss on the
conclusions and  decisions on the
denunciation settlement of the Provincial
Party Committee's Inspection Commission.
The Provincial Party Committee's Inspection
Commission is responsible for directing the
notification of the denunciation settlement
decision in written form, notifying the
denouncer of necessary contents about the
denunciation settlement by appropriate

measures; settling the following tasks of
denunciation settlement; as well as creating
and storing dossiers.
